Breaking of the Bread

The president breaks the consecrated bread.

We break this bread
to share in the body of Christ.

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Invitation to Communion

Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia.

The president and people receive communion. At the giving of communion, the
president receives communion in both kinds.

The words of distribution (“The body and blood of Christ, broken/shed for us all’)
are spoken to the congregation, and all who intend to receive reply with “Amen”.

At the distribution, please follow the guidance offered by the stewards. Holy
Communion is administered without speaking. The consecrated bread is dropped
into the hands of communicants. To reduce the risk of spreading any infection,
communion will be in one kind (bread) only. This is still considered to be complete
communion by the Church of England.

For those at home it might be helpful to use this prayer during the distribution.

Abide with us Lord, throughout this day.

Abide with us in our journeying, and in our homes.
Abide with us in our seeking and in our longings.

Abide with us now and to eternity,

Jesus, risen Lord,

who lives and reigns with the Father and the Holy Spirit
in glory for ever. Amen.
