Posada

Posada is a Spanish word that means “inn”, and is also the title for a
Mexican Advent celebration in which two young people dressed as
Mary and Joseph travelled from house to house in their village to
proclaim the imminent arrival of Jesus and ask that the newborn baby
be given a room. On Christmas Eve they would re-enact a community
play and bring figures of Mary and Joseph to be placed in a crib at
church.

This idea has been updated so that nativity figures travel round the
parish from place to place, staying at a different house every night, and
finally returning to church for the Crib Service on Christmas Eve. Our
church has Mary and Joseph figures which travel around the parish
during Advent, visiting a different home every day. Mary and Joseph's
journey through the parish reminds us that we need to make room for
Jesus in our lives, homes and communities. The figures will be blessed
and given to the first home after the sermon today.

The sacrament is available in both kinds, however if you wish to only receive
the bread please do so and then return to your place. Receiving in one kind is
still considered to be full communion by the Church of England. Please do not
dip bread in the wine (sometimes called ‘intincting’).

For those at home it might be helpful to use this prayer during the

distribution.
