The sacrament is available in both kinds, however if you wish to only receive the
bread please do so and then return to your place. Receiving in one kind is still
considered to be full communion by the Church of England. Please do not dip
bread in the wine (sometimes called ‘intincting’).



For those at home it might be helpful to use this prayer during the distribution, a
prayer that was included in the first Temple Newsam service a hundred and one
years ago.

Prevent us, O Lord,
