Anointing

In the course of this service, anointing with Oil of Chrism will be
offered. Pentecost is sometimes referred to as ‘the birthday of the
Church’, marking the disciples’ sending-out, inspired by the Holy Spirit,
to ‘make disciples of all nations’ (Matthew 28.19). Oil of Chrism is the
oil of discipleship, used after baptism and at confirmations and
ordinations. It is therefore appropriate to use it on this day as we are
sent out as disciples of Jesus for our own time and place. Just as we are
marked on our foreheads with the sign of the cross on Ash Wednesday,
as a sign of repentance and turning to Christ, so, as this season of
remembering Jesus’s death and resurrection draws to a close, we are
marked with the sign of his cross and sent out in the power of the
Spirit. If you would like to be anointed, please come forward when you
are invited by the stewards. Anyone who would like to can receive
anointing. If you would like us to come to you at your seat, please let
the stewards know.

The Liturgy of the Word
