Sung Eucharist with Benediction for Corpus Christi
This Thursday 4 June at 7.30 pm
St Mary's Church, Whitkirk
On Thursday we will be celebrating the feast of Corpus Christi, or the Day of Thanksgiving for the Institution of the Holy Communion. This festival goes back to the 13th century, but it celebrates something far older: the institution of the Sacrament of Holy Communion at the Last Supper. For centuries, the festival was celebrated with a Eucharistic procession, in which the Blessed Sacrament was carried throughout the town, accompanied by hymns and prayers. The faithful would venerate the Body of Christ as the procession passed by. In recent years, this practice has almost disappeared, though some parishes still hold a short procession around the church.
At the end of this Eucharist, we will hold our own short procession around the church, before the congregation is blessed with the sacrament (Benediction). During the service we will also pray for those who distribute communion in church and to those who are housebound and for all who serve in the sanctuary or in the sacristy. We hope that you will enjoy this service, celebrating the Eucharist, which is always at the heart of our worship.
